The Secretary of State makes the following Regulations in exercise of the powers conferred by sections 162(5)(b), 275(5)(b), 877(4)(b), 892(4)(b), 1137, 1167 and 1292(1)(c) of the Companies Act 2006(
).

Citation, commencement and interpretation
1. — LISTNUM "SEQ1" \l 2  These Regulations may be cited as the Companies (Fees for Inspection of Company Records) Regulations 2008 and come into force on 1st October 2009.

(1) In these Regulations “the Commencement Order” means the Companies Act 2006 (Commencement No. **, Transitional Provisions and Savings) Order 2008(
).
Fee for inspection of company records
2.  For the purposes of the following provisions of the Companies Act 2006— 
(a) section 162(5)(b) (register of directors);
(b) section 275(5)(b) (register of secretaries);
(c) section 877(4)(b) (instruments creating charges and register of charges: England and Wales and Northern Ireland); and

(d) section 892(4)(b) (instruments creating charges and register of charges: Scotland), 

the fee prescribed is £3.50 for each hour or part thereof during which the right of inspection is exercised.

Revocation and savings: Great Britain

3. — LISTNUM "SEQ1" \l 2  The Companies (Inspection and Copying of Registers, Indices and Documents) Regulations 1991(
) (“the 1991 Regulations”) are revoked subject to paragraph (2).
(1) The fee prescribed in paragraph 1(b) of Schedule 2 to the 1991 Regulations shall continue to apply in respect of requests relating to the inspection of the register of directors and secretaries of a company which are subject to section 288 of the Companies Act 1985(
) by virtue of paragraph ** of Schedule ** to the Commencement Order.

Revocation and savings: Northern Ireland

4. — LISTNUM "SEQ1" \l 2  The Companies (Inspection and Copying of Registers, Indices and Documents) Regulations (Northern Ireland) 1993 (
) (“the 1993 Regulations”) are revoked subject to paragraph (2).
(1) The fee prescribed in paragraph 1(b) of Schedule 2 to the 1993 Regulations shall continue to apply in respect of requests relating to the inspection of the register of directors and secretaries of a company which are subject to Article 296 of the Companies (Northern Ireland) Order 1986(
) by virtue of paragraph ** of Schedule ** to the Commencement Order.

EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This note is not part of the Regulations)

These Regulations prescribe the fees payable by a person who wishes to exercise a right under the Companies Act 2006 (c.46) to inspect, in relation to a company, its register of directors, its register of secretaries or its register of charges and instruments creating those charges (regulation 2).  
Previous legislation relating to fees for inspecting company records is revoked subject to transitional savings (regulations 3 and 4).
